Sam Oshodi Leads the Stinky Creek Fair.

This year the Stinky Creek World Food and Music Fair on Saturday 3rd October will feature several Adelaide groups and individuals.

Headlining the artists is world renowned Nigerian master drummer Sam Oshodi.   He has conducted workshops in South Australian schools and the wider community since 1985. Sam’s community performances have included events such as WOMAdelaide and the State Folk Festival.

Sam Oshodi presents cross-curricular cultural workshops that encourage active participation through music, dance, storytelling, craft and culture. The workshops seek to develop a better understanding of the African culture and are adapted to suit all ages and levels of ability.

Sam will be doing two workshops while in Pt Lincoln. On Friday 2nd October he will be appearing at the Pt Lincoln Library. An African Drum making workshop will be at 10am on Saturday morning at the Fair. 

Sam will perform his unique music as part of the evening concert at the Fair. 
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Event Update

Here is a little more information that I hope you may find useful and just to keep in touch.
The Cellar Folk Club of Pt Lincoln is well underway with preparations for this years Stinky Creek World Food & Music Fair. The event follows the highly successful Stinky Creek Folk Festivals in the years 2004 – 2007.
The event will be held on the 3rd of October 2009, between the hours of 10am and midnight. The location is the Lions Hostel at North Shields (10km north of Pt Lincoln). The fair will include food stalls and live performances of dance and music. It is the aim of the committee to display the varied cultural groups within our society in food, performance and outdoor games. To achieve this we have drawn on groups and individuals from Pt Lincoln to Whyalla and Adelaide.
Daytime attractions include 6 food and drink stalls, live entertainment and children’s activities. The evening will commence with a camp oven supper at 5.00pm and concert to start at 7.00pm – 10.30. Items include, Sam Oshodi who is a nationally acclaimed African drummer.  We also have flamenco guitar and dance, as well as Irish dancers, Japanese, Scottish, Filipino and Klezmer music.  Of course we will also have contributions from the excellent Cellar members themselves. At this stage we hope to conclude the evening with an open session for all Cellar members and musical acts.
Accommodation is available at the hostel.  Cost is $15.00 per person.  This is shared dormitory type set up but is quite modern and clean.

$15.00 each evening concert.
$25.00 combined meal & concert. (Advanced sales only)
Daytime entry will be free entry.
Past Stinky Creek events have been well attended by many people from the Eyre Peninsula and Adelaide.  Although this year’s event will be only for the one day, past festivals have attained up to 500 people per day.  This has resulted in the following awards to both the Stinky Creek and Cellar Folk Club:

2006 – S.A. Community Event of the Year.

2008 – S.A. Great Arts Award. (Cellar Folk Club).
